Beauty of Bedford − medium reinette, 
sweet, pick mid September − in use to 
October.

Laxton’s Reward − lightly aromatic, 
sweet, juicy, pick early September – in 
use to October.

Lord Lambourne − medium reinette, 
sweet, pick late September − in use to 
November.

September Beauty − medium 
yellow/striped red, sweet, pick mid 
September − in use to December.

COOKING APPLES
Bedfordshire Foundling − large yellow, 
slightly  acidic, pick early October − in 
use to March.

Hambling’s Seedling − large yellow, 
slightly acidic, pick mid October − in use 
to March − propagated at Chews House 
in 1894.

DESSERT PEARS
Laxton’s Satisfaction − medium yellow 
with russet, sweet, pick early September 
− in use to mid September.

Laxton’s Victor − medium, yellow 
flushed red, sweet, pick in late 
September, use by November.

PLUMS
Aylesbury Prune From Pitstone Museum 
local orchard − used for dyes in the hat 
trade (straw).
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
